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Music Award Winners Build out Entertainment Line-up at ArtWalk on the Bay

San Diego marks calendar for a weekend full of live music at popular fine art festival, 

September 10 and 11, 2011
WHAT: Artwalk on the Bay returns to the shores of San Diego Bay for its 6th year of art, entertainment and fun.  Aside from perusing and purchasing unique works of original fine art, guests will also enjoy live entertainment from a variety of accomplished musical acts. Performers come from all over the world but have roots performing in San Diego. The live performances will bring a variety of different musical styles and genres to the festival. From pop, folk, bluegrass, Americana, acoustic and rock, there is enough music diversity to satisfy every music lover.  

Saturday, September 10, 2011 - Saturday’s performance schedule brings together a diverse grouping of performers together to entertain attendees: 

Soulful pop songstress Nikki Wilkins will be the first act to perform from 10:00am-10:45am. Wilkins debut album is due sometime near the end of 2011. Until her albums release, the singer’s tracks can be heard regularly on local station 102.1 KPRI.  

Eclectic guitarist Robin Henkel will take the Artwalk on the Bay stage from 11:15am-12:00pm. Henkel’s blend of blues, urban rock, and swing has earned him a nomination for a 2011 San Diego Music Award for “Best Acoustic.”

The melodic live tunes of Wendy Bailey will entertain guests from 12:30pm-1:15pm. This “certified rocker” will bring a mix of pop and rock to the festival, while also showcasing her flair for the acoustic. Bailey is nominated for a “Best Pop” award at the 2011 San Diego Music Awards. 
30-year San Diego resident Peter Hall will perform from 1:45pm - 2:30 pm. Hall’s music is influenced by rock & roll, blues, folk, and country music and maintains singer-songwriter and electric ensemble careers. Hall is a nominee for this year’s “Best Acoustic” award at the 2011 San Diego Music Awards. 
Country/Americana fans will not want to miss out on guitarist Bill Cardinal’s set from 3:00 pm-3:45 pm. An East County native, Cardinal cites Johnny Cash, Hank Williams and Waylon Jennings as major influences for his music. Bill Cardinal and his Canyon Band are nominated for a “Best Americana” award at this years San Diego Music Awards.

Another Americana act, Shawn Rohlf, will close the day’s musical performances with a set from 4:15pm to 5:00pm. Rohlf and his band 7th Day Buskers won a San Diego Music Award in 2004 for “Best Americana Band.” 
Sunday, September 11, 2011 - Sunday’s scheduled performances include:

Singer songwriter Tori Rogg will take the stage from 10:00am-10:45am. Known around the San Diego and Los Angeles area, her music channels classics such as Ani DiFranco for an authentic and soulful sound. 

The soulful San Diego local Ryan Hiller will perform from 11:15am to 12:00pm.  His third release How it Works was inspired by his hard work and influence since his move to San Diego in 2006. His music draws upon the eclectic sounds and energy he has experienced living in southern California. 

Many San Diegans know Brad Perry from KUSI’s “Good Morning San Diego.” Well the multi-talented Perry also headlines a band, Brad Perry & the Acoustic Fingerprints. The band defines their music as “Americana with Soul” and uses acoustic guitar, violin, bass and drums for their diverse sound. The band will take the stage at Artwalk on the Bay from 12:30pm-1:15pm. 

The San Diego Symphony Woodwind Quintet will make a special appearance at Artwalk on the Bay from 1:45pm-2:30pm.  San Diego Symphony’s principal wind players will perform quintets by some of classical music’s most famous composers.  The musicians include Sheryl Renk, principal clarinet, Demarre McGill, principal flute, Sarah Skuster, principal oboe, Ben Jaber, principal horn, and Valentin Martchev, principal bassoon. San Diego Symphony began 100 years ago as a community band, and today it is the oldest orchestra in California and regarded as one of the best in the country.

The Celtic folk and pop sounds of Colin Clyne will entertain crowds from 3:00pm-3:45pm. The artist, who splits his time between his native Stonehaven, Scotland and southern California, is nominated for a 2011 San Diego Music Award for “Best Acoustic”. 

Singer Scott Mathiasen will round out Artwalk on the Bay festivities with a set from 4:15pm-5:00pm. Mathiasen is best known as lead singer of local rock band “The Infants”, but has since struck out on his own to record solo material, such as his self titled EP that was released in 2010. Mathiasen is nominated for a 2011 San Diego Music Award for “Best Acoustic.”
